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5. Button Control

5.1 Manual Switching

When the switcher is in the manual switching mode, press the SELECT button
repeatedly to cycle through the two video inputs, and the corresponding source LED

illuminates red immediately.

5.2 Automatic Switching

Press and hold the SELECT button for at least three seconds to enable automatic

switching.
When in the AUTO mode, the unit will switch according to the following rules:

® New host: Once detecting a new host, the unit will automatically select the new
host.
Pressing the SELECT button will forcibly change the host even in AUTO mode.
After reboot: Once power is restored to the unit, it will automatically reconnect
the host that was active before the reboot.

® Source removed: When an active host is removed, the switcher will switch to the
other active host.

®  Press and hold the SELECT button for at least three seconds and the unit will exit

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6. EDID&HDCP Settings

The switch represents "0” when in the lower (OFF) position, and it represents "1 in
the upper (ON) position.

6.1 EDID Settings

The Extended Display Identification Data (EDID) is used for the source device to
match its video resolution with the connected display. By default, the source device
obtains its EDID from the first connected display. Meanwhile, since the displays with
different capabilities are connected to the switcher, pins1~3 of the DIP switch on the
front panel can be used to set the EDID to a built-in fixed value.

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6.2 HDCP Settings

eliminate the possibility of capturing digital content from the source to the display.
